Setting-Up NetOxygen Interfaces

At this time, there is no need to set up NetOxygen interfaces. You may ignore the instructions that follow.

Follow the steps below to configure NetOxygen’s Interface Explorer task to interface with various third-party service providers. This procedure is intended for MISMO interfaces, as NetOxygen interfaces use Data Exchange objects to comply with MISMO standards in servicing interface requests.

1. Ensure that the InterfaceConfigPath setting in the [File Locations] section of your GFXSERVER.INI points to the correct location where your interface configuration files reside. The default directory is:

D:\Program Files\Gallagher Financial Systems\NetOxygen\Interface Mappings

2. Configure your interface configuration file according to the syntax described below.

3. Launch the Encrypted Storage Manager utility from your root NetOxygen directory. 

4. Log in to the utility.  Select the Registry option from the Location menu to store the encrypted login information for the interface in the registry.

5. Select the Add Section option from the Section menu. The Add Section dialog opens.

6. Enter a section name (e.g., “ACME Credit”) for the third party with which you want to interface in the Enter the new section name edit box.
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	This section name must match the name in the StorageKey attribute of the <INTERFACE> tag in your INTERFACE_CONFIG.XML file.


7. Click the OK button to display the section in the Section pane.

8. Select the Add Key option from the Key menu. The Add Key dialog opens.
9. Enter InternalAccountIdentifier in the Key edit box.

10. Enter the internal account ID of the third party (if one exists) in the Value edit box. Click the OK button to display the key in the Key pane.
11. Repeat steps 6 through 10 (please verify that the step number are correct) using the LoginAccountIdentifier key, which contains the login account ID of the third party, and the LoginAccountPassword key, which contains the login account password of the third party. If necessary, add any other additional keys that correspond with other attributes according to your business needs.
12. Launch the NetOxygen Studio and log into the application and the appropriate database.

13. Select the Field Definition Browser option from the NetOxygen Setup menu. The Field Definition Browser opens.

14. Select the Def Credit Interface logical field name in the Field Name column.

15. Select the Assoc. Symbols tab.
16. Click the Add button. The Def Credit Interface dialog opens.

17. Complete the DB Code, Alias, and Description fields for your interface. 
The alias for your interface will display in the Selected Interface list box on the Submit Credit Request dialog that is found in the Interface Explorer task.
